It will demonstrate a good understanding of composition, a mix of media and at
least one copied/printed character.

Work includes some understanding of the artist’s style and shows some resemblance to his
characters. They are completed to a fair standard.

Authentic learning experiences (Local / National / International)

Learners will be given a scenario similar to how Tom Lewis works. They will be given similar tools,
media and design briefs in which they are to produce a piece of work. They will be encouraged to
work as a professional artist does in their studio and approach the work in the same way.

Literacy - Learners will be asked to write an extended piece of creative writing based on their
character featured in their artwork.

Numeracy - Learners will discuss how artists price their work for a sale.

DCF - Learners will recreate a Tom Lewis ‘neon beast’ using Photopea.

Assessment (How will we know that students have learnt what we taught them?)

Formative assessment:

Teacher circulating giving verbal feedback.

Q&A discussions on various characters/themes seen in Tom Lewis’s work.

Debates on who much artwork is priced at - discussion on Banksy’s ‘prank’ at the auction house.
